A Service EXEC called 5654260J will be included with preventive service. This EXEC will apply the service
updates and record each update in the service record file, 15654260 SRVLOG35.

Preventive service will be supplied on PUT tapes. PUTS will be distributed by Information Software Distribution
(ISD) on aregular cycle to users of all VM releases.

Corrective service will be supplied using normal service support procedures.
In aVM environment, corrective service must be applied manually. The following is the procedure that should be
used to apply the service:

1. Back up the critical EREP files before beginning any maintenance activity.

2. Down load the PTF to your A disk using VMFPLC2.

3. Browse the 5654260x CURLEVEL file and the 5654260x PFLxxxxx file. Compare the product identifier to
ensure they are equal. Ensure the date of the PTF is later than the date of the current maintenance level of the
system.

Installing EREP

The EREPLIB TXTLIB being installed will replace the current EREPLIB TXTLIB.

The EREP Service Log, 15654260 SRVLOG35, will be updated by the Installation EXEC to reflect the latest
feature applied.

Installation should be performed by the MAINT virtual machine to the 201 minidisk. VM/XA and VM/ESA (ESA
feature) may require installation to the MAINT 190 disk. Any maintenance received for VM/XA and VM/ESA
(ESA feature) modules HCPIFC or HCPREA require rebuiling the CPEREPXA MODULE.

Note:  Filemodes E through O need to be free prior to the use of the installation exec. The disk you designate
for receiving the EREP files will be accessed as the E disk. If your minidisk is already accessed as E, or the disk
you want is accessed as something else when running the exec, the exec will fail.

Basic Steps

The procedure for installing EREP 3.5.0 is as follows:

1. You must have an A-disk that the Installation EXEC may write on. There are severa files that are created
during the installation which will be erased upon exit. This MUST NOT be the disk upon which you intend to
install EREP.

2. You should install EREP from the MAINT userid to the MAINT 201 disk. If you install from a userid other
than MAINT then you MUST release and detach, from that userid, the disk upon which you intend to install
EREP before invoking the Installation EXEC. If you are installing in VM/XA and VM/ESA (ESA feature),
verify that you have the latest copy of the CPEREPXA MODULE on the 190 disk. If not, contact VM service.

3. Define and format a temporary disk as your C-disk. This will be the target for the Installation EXEC and the
Memo to Users. One cylinder of 3330 space (or an equivalent amount of space on another DASD) is required.

4. Unload the tape by typing the following:
VMFPLC2 LOAD * * C (EOF 2

5. Print and read the Memo to Users (15654260 MEMO) before proceeding.
6. Invoke the Installation EXEC by typing the following:
